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RESUMEN

Las crisis ciclicas del sistema capitalista repercutieron en la geografia de la pobreza del Gran San Juan. A esta
tendencia historica se le suman hechos particulares, como el terremoto de 1944, por el cual hubo que reconstruir la
ciudad, o las estrategias oficiales de vivienda que motivo relocalizaciones a menudo no deseadas. Esta y otras causas
han dado forma a un mapa de la pobreza urbana y periurbana con zonas de concentracion diferenciadas. La
planificacion tuvo efectos inesperados que agravan el problema. La erradicacion de construcciones precarias del
centro crean nuevas concentraciones diferenciadas en la periferia de la ciudad (Chimbas y Rawson son los
departamentos con mayor miseria). Se trabajo con bases de datos originales procesadas en Sigepi® alternando la
informacion con datos urbanos de otros temas. Se aplicaron recursos metodoldgicos que permitieron expresar las
conclusiones teoricas a través de alternativas graficas de sintesis.La investigacion es parte del estudio de la ciudad de
San Juan que realiza el grupo Fénix -PGM-UNSJ-y se enmarca dentro de la Red de Ciudades Medias.
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MARGINAL SETTLEMENTS IN THE GREATER SAN JUAN

ABSTRACT

The cyclical crisis of the capitalist system had repercussion on the poverty geography of the Greater San Juan. To
this historic tendency we must add particular events, such as the 1944 earthquake, as a consequence of which the city
had to be rebuilt, or the official housing (dwelling) strategies that frequently motivated unwanted relocations. These
and other reasons have given form to a map of the urban and suburban poverty with areas of differentiated
concentration. The planning had unexpected effects that make the problem worse. The eradication of precarious
constructions from downtown creates new differentiated concentrations in the outskirts of the city (Chimbas and
Rawson are the districts with greater poverty). This work (paper) has been done with original data bases processed in
Sigepi ® alternating the information with urban data from other topics. Methodological resources were applied that
allowed to express the theoretical conclusions by means of synthesis alternative graphics. This research is part of the
study of the city of San Juan carried out by the Fénix — PGM - UNSJ group.
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
