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RESUMEN

En el area del Gran San Juan se localizaron 51 entidades financieras, de las cuales poco mas del 40% son bancos. La
mayoria de las localizaciones se da en el departamento Capital, conformandose una concentracion entre las arterias
Cordoba, Veinticinco de Mayo, Las Heras y Rawson, en el casco urbano céntrico del area de estudio. Entre las
financieras existen dos tipos, segln estén o no regidas por la ley de entidades del rubro. La investigacion es parte del
estudio de la ciudad de San Juan que realiza el grupo Fénix —-PGM-UNSJ- y se enmarca dentro de un estudio de
cuatro paises latinoamericanos que integran la Red de Ciudades Medias. Se trabajé particularmente con los
resultados obtenidos en el terreno que se procesaron en SIG, con el proposito de generar salidas gréficas novedosas
que refuercen las conclusiones tedricas.

ABSTRACT

51 financial institutions are located in the area of the Greater San Juan, of which little over 40% are banks. The
majority of the locations are in the Capital District, making a concentration in between the streets Cdrdoba,
Veinticinco de Mayo, Las Heras and Rawson, in the downtown of the city, central area of study. Among the financial
institutions there are two types, taking into account if they are ruled or not by the Law of institutions of the heading.
This research is part of the study of the city of San Juan carried out by the Fénix — PGM - UNSJ group, and is within
the framework of a study of Latin-American countries that are part of the Net of Intermediate Cities. This work was
done particularly with the results obtained in the field that were processed in SIG, with the object of generating new
graphic outputs that reinforce the theoretical conclusions.
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
