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RESUMEN

El objetivo de esta ponencia es analizar los perfiles migratorios de la poblacion nacida en los paises limitrofes, por
pais de nacimiento, que reside en la Ciudad Auténoma de Buenos Aires. Para ello se utiliza la ECMI Encuesta
Complementaria de Migraciones Internacionales, realizada a partir del Censo Nacional de Poblacién, Hogares y
Viviendas 2001. La ECMI releva, por primera vez, atributos de la movilidad espacial de migrantes nacidos en los
paises limitrofes a partir de los hogares con al menos un migrante nacido en esos paises. Se analizan y comparan las
siguientes variables: tamafio, periodo de llegada, edad y sexo, categoria ocupacional, nivel de instruccion y poblacion
migrante con Necesidades Bésicas Insatisfechas.
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BORDERING MIGRANTS AT BUENOS AIRES IN THE "ECMI" COMPLEMENTARY SURVEY OF
INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION

ABSTRACT

The aim of this paper is to analyze the migratory profiles of population born in the bordering countries by country of
birth, who resides in the Autonomous City of Buenos Aires. The ECMI Complementary Survey of International
Migration was realized from the National Census of Population, Households and Housings 2001. The ECMI relieves,
for the first time, attributes of the spatial mobility of migrants born in the bordering countries and it considers the
households with at least a migrant born in these countries. The following variables are analyzed and compared: size,
period of arrival, age and sex, occupational category, instruction level and migrant population with Basic Unsatisfied
Needs.
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
